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Preface:

In recognition of their common objectives, their desire to develop collaboration and shared

activities in areas related to the development of international food standards, under the auspices

of the Codex Alimentarius Commission, identified from here onward, as Codex and convinced

that the existence of a cooperation framework between both parties would enhance their

respective capacity and expertise, it has been agreed the following:

Article 1: OBJECTIVES

This Agreement covers areas of collaboration pertaining to promoting Codex capacities among

AIDSMO Arab Member States as follows:

To promote effective participation of AIDSMO Arab Member States in the proceedings of
Codex in a manner that is consistent with Codex values and principles, including to advance
and act collaboratively towards enhancing the capacity of Codex programs in AIDSMO Arab
Member States, in order to enhance contribution of these member states in Codex
proceedings, by providing meaningful comments and contributing to discussions related to
advancing key Codex standards under consideration. This initiative will be identified from
here on ward as the Arab Codex Initiative,

Develop the capacities of relevant parties in the fields of food regulatory science and support
the propagation of best practices in the preparation for and contribution to Codex
proceedings.

Implement joint programs pertinent to training and dissemination of information
technology mediated applications, associated with productive coordination of positions and
participation in Codex proceedings and strengthen their use consistently by Codex
delegations in the targeted countries.

To maximize the impact of Codex standards on national food control systems in the Arab
region and on the activities of the Standards and Metrology Centre hosted by AIDSMO and
entrusted with the development and promotion of Unified Arab Standards.

Promote cooperation and exchange of expertise in Codex areas of action

Any other issues where both parties wish to cooperate in their spheres of competence.

The Arab Codex Initiative is a capacity building program implemented by GFoRSS, in

collaboration with various partners such as Landolakes Venture 37 and Laval University, Quebec

Canada, and funded by the United States Codex Office (USCO), US Department of Agriculture.
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Article 2: Cooperation mechanism

The first party (AIDSMO) and the second party (GFoR5S) will develop the relevant work
plans on an annual basis including performance indicators related to achieving the

objectives stated in this agreement.

Article 3: Duration

1. This agreement takes effect as of its signature and for a period of five years, renewable by
the consent of both parties. In case of non-renewal, the existing and emerging joint
programs/projects will be implemented in line with the provisions of this Agreement.

2. Any party enjoys the right to terminate this agreement before its term by giving six months’

written notice, provided that the existing joint programs/projects are implemented.

Article 4: Protection of intellectual property rights

1. Both parties acknowledge the importance of protecting intellectual property rights. This
agreement does not confer intellectual property rights to any party’s innovative materials.
2. Both parties shall agree upon the specific arrangements for the use and protection of

common intellectual property for each and every activity.

Article 5: Financial support

Financial support to the Arab Codex Initiate is provided by the USCO, committing up to
$3,500,000 (three million five hundred thousand USD) over a period of 5 years, to support the
Arab Codex Initiative, to be accessed by GFoRSS, through various eligible mechanisms and to
enable the implementation of the Arab Codex Initiative and attainil:jg the objectives of this

agmement,.implemmted in coordination and in cooperation with the first party (AIDSMO).

Article 6: Technical support

1. The first party (AIDSMO), represented by Standardization and Metrology Center, and the
second party (GFoRSS) implement this agreement in order to achieve the objectives
mentioned in Article 1, through the upgrade of AIDSMO’s Member States technical
capacities, as it relates to the implementation ofthe Arab Codex Initiative funded by the
UsCo,

2. If external competent experts are needed, the second party (GFoRSS) shall provide such
experts in coordination with the first party (AIDSMO).
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Article 7: Reporting

1. The first party (AIDSMO) and the second party (GFoRSS), assigned to the implementation

of the agreed upon activities under this agreement, will prepare technical reports on the
progress made on a quarterly basis and refer such through the reporting mechanisms
designated by the US Codex Office (USCO).

. The second party (GFoRSS) shall prepare a financial report at the end of each year detailing
the level of support offered through the Arab Codex Initiative, and shall refer this report to
the first party (AIDSMO), including detailed and overall tables signed and authentificated
by (GFoRSS) related to all relevant expenses, supporting the implementation of the Arab

Codex Initiative, under this agreement. These reports shall be submitted no later than the

first month of the following year.

Article 8: Settlement of disputes

Any disagreement or dispute arising from the interpretation or implementation of the terms of

this Agreement shall be settled amicably between both parties.

Article 9: notice

All notices under this agreement shall be made in writing, and sent to the other party by mail

or e-mail, fax to the addresses mentioned in this Agreement.

Article 10: Addresses

Both parties acknowledge that they have chosen domicile at the addresses stated in this
agreement where any letters and correspondences can be sent, unless any party notifies the

other parties of a change of address.

Article 11: Drafting of Agreement

Both parties here to acknowledge:

1- This Agreement has been drafted in two original copies each in The Arabic and English
languages, each of them being equally valid.
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2- The parties acknowledge their eligibility to enter into agreement and that they are fully
authorized to sign this Agreement, noting that each party has two original copies each (both
Arabic and English) to act upon.

3- No maodifications shall be made by one of the parties without prior written consent of the

other parties.
