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It is on Wednesday May 11, 2022 that this agreement has been made between:

First Party: The Lebanese Ministry of Public Health

Represented by the Minister of Public Health Dr. Firas Abiad, taking as a place of residence, for the purposes of
this memorandum, in the building of the Ministry of Public Health - Bir Hassan = Beirut. (hereinafter referred to
as the First Party).

Second Party: The Global Food Regulatory Science Society (GFoRSS), which is a non-for-profit organization
incorporated In Canada under the Canada Not-For-Profit Corporations Act S.C. 2009, ¢. 23 including the
Regulations made pursuant to the Act, registered federally under Corporation Number 1237611-3, hosted by
the Food Risk Analysis and Regulatory Excellence Platform (PARERA), a joint endeavor of the Department of
Food Sciences, Faculty of Agriculture and Food Sciences and the Institute of Nutrition and Functional Foods
(INAF) of Laval University, Quebec, QC. Canada, with a registration number in the Province of Quebec, Canada,
NEC, 1175821132,

Represented by Prof. Samuel Godefroy, President and Chief Operating Officer of the Glebal Food Regulatory
Science Society (GFoRSS). (hereinafter referred to as the Second Party).

(hereinafter referred to collectively as the “Parties”)

Both parties acknowiedging that the development of a cooperation framework between them would enhance
their capacities in their respective areas of oversight and in the areas agreed-upon.

ARTICLE 1: BACKGROUND

Recognizing the common goals between the two parties and their desire to establish relations ¢of cooperation
and consultation in the areas related to consumer protection from food hazards and contiibuting to creating an
appropriate environment for the trade of foodstuffs nationally and internationally, by developing regulatory
decisions based on scientific foundations and on harmonizing the Lebanese food regulatory decisions with
international standards developed by the Codex Alimentarius Commission, it was agreed belween the two
parties to develop this memorandum as part of their aspiration to establish a framework for joint action and to
enhance cooperation between them in the field of food regulatory sciences.
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ARTICLE 2: OBJECTIVES

This memorandum aims:

1,

To enhance the reliance of the Lebanese Ministry of Public Health, as a food safety regulator, on scientific
data and on the application of the risk analysis principles in the formulation of its regulatory decisions
related to food safety and nutrition, including supporting capacities to collect and use data on the
occurrence of contaminants in foods traded in Lebanon, as well as data on food consumption and other
scientific analyses, contributing to food risk management.

To enhance the capabilities of the Ministry and its partners in the fields of food regulatory sciences and
regulatory policies in Lebanon, and disseminate best practices for the formulation and promulgation of
food regulatory decisions.

To implement collaborative programs between the two parties including Training, Information
Technology mediated applications related to food regulatory sciences and strengthen their use
consistently by the ministry and its partners.

To enhance the reliance on food safety standards of the Codex Alimentarius Commission and those
developed by various international organizations aiming to support harmonization of food standards
such as AODAC INTERNATIONAL, as part of efforts to strengthen the national food control system in
Lebanon.

To support cooperation in any other areas that the two parties identify as relevant, related to their
respective areas of competence.

ARTICLE 3: SUPPORT

b

The second party shall provide specialized experts to be selected in coordination with the first party for
the implementation of collaborative and joint activities.

Cooperation between the two parties including the mobilization of technical capacities in the field of
food regulatory sciences, and the logistical resources that support and enable the collaboration between
the two parties, will be provided either through self-funding or cooperation with other international
collaborators and donors, with the aim to support collaborative action work, after the approval of the
first party.
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ARTICLE 4; RELEASE OF THE MEMORANDUM

The two parties agreed as follows:

1. This memorandum is developed in two original copies in Arabic and English, each of them being equally
authentic. It shall come into force on the date of its signature and shall remain in effect, unless one of
the parties submits a request to cancel it in writing with the consent of the other party.

No changes may be made to this Memorandum by one party without the prior written consent of the
other party.
